International College Prep and Corliss High School are moving to the Track R calendar for the purpose of
increasing the planning time this summer and to prepare for STEM launch in the fall of 2013.

DESCRIPTION: The calendar indicates holidays, teacher institute days, professional development days, and
days when schools are closed for extended periods of time.

The 2012-13 Track E calendar includes 180 student attendance days, 4 Teacher Institute days, and 6
Professional Development days.
