Proposed Updates for SY2019-2020:

1. Revise SCC codes for substance use to treat all substance use
behaviors in the same group (SCC Group 4).

e The use or possession of drugs, controlled substances, or any
substance used for the purpose of intoxication, previously captured in
Section 5-17, has been moved to Section 4-14 to reflect the City’s
path toward the decriminalization of marijuana use and possession
and to shift focus to therapeutic responses for drug use. Section 5-17
is now left intentionally blank.

e Section 5-18, for repeated Section 4-14 behaviors, has been left
intentionally blank in order to shift focus to therapeutic responses for
repeated alcohol and drug use. Section 5-18 is now left intentionally
blank.

e The Guidelines for Effective Discipline will provide additional guidance
and support to schools for supporting students and responding to

alcohol/substance use incidents.
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Proposed Updates for SY2019-2020:

2. Include SCC policy that addresses the use and possession of
vaporizer devices in school.

e Include use of vaporizer devices that contain tobacco products in 2-7:

o Possession (physical control over, such as contained in clothing, lockers,
or bags) and/or use of tobacco or nicotine products, matches, or
cigarette lighters, including vaporizer devices that contain nicotine
products or vaporizer components that do not contain substances

e Include use of vaporizer devices that contain illegal substances in newly
updated 4-14:

o Use or possession of alcohol, drugs, controlled substances, “look-alikes”
of such substances, contraband (including all vaporizer devices that
contain substances), or use of any other substance for the purpose of
intoxication in or before school or a school-related function.

3. Office of Student Protections & Title IX: Revised sexual
misconduct codes to align with Title IX best practices.

e Revised Definitions:
o Align all SCC codes with the definitions developed by the Office of
Student Protections and Title IX
o Clear, objective definitions of sexual behaviors for students, parents,
and staff
o Revised definitions for Sexual Bullying, Dating Violence, and OSP
Reporting Procedures
e Moved “consensual sexual behaviors” Section 5-16 to Section 4-16 to
reflect the difference in safety concerns between consensual sexual acts
and non-consensual acts.
e Revised Guidelines for Effective Discipline and training for school staff

in responding to sexualized behavior

4. Update the Anti Bullying Policy

e Align the Scope of the Anti-Bullying Policy with the Scope of the Non-
Discrimination Policy.

e Clarify the definition of Restorative Practices to describe how they can be
impactful as an intervention.

e Update the information for submitting an appeal of a bullying investigation
to replace the EOCO as the contact for appeals with the Office of Student
Protections and Title IX.
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
